Born in the year 1932, at Pune, 
Natwarlal N. Mehta, studied upto 
matric and left the education in the year 
1950. While in school he was operating a 
cycle repair shop and hiring of cycles 
and started his career with repairs of 
cycles. Slowly. he entered into field of 
motor cycles and started repairs of mo­
tor cycles. Fascinated by motor cycles, 
he took part in motor cycle races and has 
won prices in races. 

He got the opportunity to meet 
Hon. Shantanurao Kirloskar, a leading 
industrialist, who was impressed by his 
hard work and desire to enter in the 
field of machine repairs and mechanical 
engineering and gave him some useful 
lessons in repairs of diesel engines, He 
encouraged him by giving him a small 
lathe from Shimoga factory for starting a 

small workshop. Due to his hard work 
and quality, he started repairs and over­
hauling of diesel engines and earned a 
good name in a short time. 

Shantanurao Kirloskar suggested 
him to purchase a Crank-shafts grinder 
and some more lathes. He gave him 
even financial help to purchase a 
grinder. After some experience, Shri. 
Mehta started complete operations like 
turning, gridding upto finished stage of 
forged crank-shafts and today after 30 
years of experience in the field of crank­
shafts, his work shop - Swastik Engineer 
is a leading workshop handling all op­
erations on crank shafts like repairs, 
turning, grinding, rebuilding by Sub­
merged Arc welding and increasing the 
life of a costly crank shaft by 40 to 60 
percent.
